That will make
it easier for the LGWCC to cut someone dse. JUST KIDDING! The
LGWCC doesits best to keep the treament cycle fair. It isfrustrating to
everyone that we ae nat getting any closer to bringing Hydrill a under
control.

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Re-energize Your Community/NeighborhoodWatch Programs

Werecently determined to find some methods to help neighborhoods re-energizetheir locd watch programs. Several
organizaions and persons helpful in the Community/Neighborhood Watch Programs previously were asked to suppart us and we
were honored to have guests Mr. Al Hartley, Warren County Sheriff Johnny Willi ams, Northampton County Sheriff Wardie
Vincent and Northampton County Officer Brenda Burnette & our most recent Public Safety Committeemeding.

Thekick off “thought” which is on many mindsis that with a bad ecnomy, there is a high probabilit y that theft/burglary
will be ontherise. Our objedive wasto determine how to reducethe oppatunity to be atarget of crime. Among the points made
by our leaned guests were:

1. Don't wait until after the fad to get reorganized. Be pro-adive and redly watch out for your neighbors now and not as a
readion.

2. Pay attention to cars and trucksin your neighborhoodand be suspicious of those that are unfamili ar, and where those
vehiclesare seen. If the locdtion isnot afull time resident, then either cdl the owner to chedk or cdl the sheriff.

3. Thereisaned in every neighborhoodfor a proponent of neighborhood watch; despite what may be the normal concept, a
nosy neighbor may be avery good neighbor.

4. Deddewhat can work in your neighborhoodwith your neighbors; even the gpeaance of vigilance can be very useful in
discouraging a potential burglar looking for an easy target.

5. Don't makeit easy —lock your doars and put things away that thieves may want on docks or around sheds. Have the
home look occupied.

6. Usethe munty crime stopper numbers — cdls are anonymous, and lines operate 24 hours aday. |f you seesuspicious
vehicles or persons, make the cdl and provide your observations — it may not make ay differenceimmediately or it may

News From the Environment Committee

Bill Lindenmuth and Vernon Wilson (Environment Committee tair) attended a training sesgon held by Dominion Power,
the 2008 Emergency Action Plan for Roanoke Rapids and Gaston Dams. This educaion sesson isto update contad list and flow
charts with corred names and phone numbers. They represented the LGA to ensure we were prepared to implement the LGAlert
processif the need arises.

The Lake Gaston Weed Control Council (LGWCC) held a meding on November 12. The council voted and approved to
send out a Request for Proposal for the 2009herbicide gplicaion. The gplicaor contrad will be avarded in ealy 2009 SeaPro
also presented a proposal on taking on aturnkey operation for lake management for Lake Gaston. In summary, it would involve
providing the herbicide chemicds, hiring the herbicide gpli cators, acampli shing the planning (in conjunction with TAG) for the
treament in 2009and conducting the axnuel aquatic weed surveys via Re-Metrix (asubsidiary of SedPro), in addition to preparing
and presenting an annual report to LGWCC. The muncil approved a motion to get more detail ed information from SeaPro Inc. on
acompli shing lake management.

Bill Lindenmuth from the Environment Committee ontinues to attend monthly teleconference cdl s with the USCOE on
Roanoke River Basin Rivers and associated impoundments, in additi on to the North Carolinalakes and rivers.

The mgjority of Lake Gaston has been manually surveyed for aquatic weeds as of thistime. A very spedal thanksto al the
LEMS voluntee's, Bruce Johnson and LGA volurteeas for taking the time and effort to gather the required datafor NC State
University to acamplish the mapping of our lake aguatic weed growth. At thistime only afew creeks and coves remain to be
surveyed west of Eaton’s Ferry.

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Government Relations CommitteeWorking for You

The committee ontinuesto be very adive supparting the LGA members. The LGA took aleadership rolein encouraging
the Warren County Commissoners to host a public forum on their property re-evaluation process and review any proposed tax rate
adjustments. (The LGA offered to host this forum if they were not interested.) There were over 200 people who attended the forum
which continued for nealy 2 hours. The majority of comments were aout the increase in taxes without receaving services for these
ddllars. There will be other oppatunities for the public to comment during the re-evaluation processif they disagreewith their
individual property value.

The committeesent aletter to the Warren Courty officials supparting the proposed rezoning for marinas not to locate
within ¥2 mil e of eat other because of boat safety isaues. A letter was ent to Brunswick County supparting retaining the arrent
100foat buffer zone between commercial and residential properties. (This was approved and they also added there must be a40
foot visual barrier between the properties.)

We have reported before that the LGA met with the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (VaDEQ) to register
our concerns about a proposed waste water treament fadlity which would be part of the Lakeside Commons property and would
discharge the treaed material into PeaHill Creek. We have been informed by VaDEQ that the request has been withdrawn and this
fadlity will not be built.

Finaly, the March 2009monthly meding speker will be Tom Skinner, an attorney from Littleton. He will spe& on some
changes in the North Caroli na statutes that aff ed home owners associations and their covenants. Many of you will be interested in
thisinformation!

Planning and Devdopment CommitteeUpdate

At the October meding we ncentrated on two topics. Thefirst thingwe addressed is the issue that without being a
501(c) (3) tax exempt organizaion, we ae unable to qualify for grants which could help with presenting our case for coordinated,
environmentally friendly, land use recommendations which serve to preserve the mostly rural atmosphere in the aeas around the
lake. Thisissue wasraised at the October LGA Officers medingand drafting the necessary documents was approved.

A goodamount of time was ent discussng ideas regarding reacommendations for commercial development. Aswith
many aestheticdly pleasing communities guch as Pine Hurst, NC; Cape Charles, VA; and Willi amsburg, VA, we would like to see
concentration or clustering of commercial establi shments in existing towns/vill ages which already have the infrastructure or suppart
for the infrastructure rather than urending strip malls. The infrastructure is critica to suppart clusters of businesses which require
water, sewer, stormwater runoff measures and accessto transportation routes. Without control over growing stormwater runoff
from parking areas at businesses we can look forward to increasing pall ution to the lake and growing damage to the fishery.

At the November meding we will addresshow we would structure arecommendation to the locad County Planning Boards
and Boards of Commisdoners/Supervisors regarding infrastructure development at the commercial complexesto include dl of the
expanding businessesin the aea Utiliti es, sewage treament, stormwater runoff, impervious surface aearatios, green buffers, and
highway accessall neal to be aldressed.
