Come on guys, Hydrill ais our problem, na the tax
payersin California

The Lake Gaston Weed Control Courcil has dore agoodjob getting
money from locd, state and federal sources. Federal money comes from
“earmarks’ andthat is probably going to dry up regardiessof which party
getsin. So urlessyou are willi ng to pay more taxes, | dorn't seeus getting
much more money than we ae getting now. That means that treament will
continue to rotate aoundthe lake. It isazero sum game. That means that if
one aeagets treament more often, another gets treament lessoften.

L ake Environment Monitors Gather Aquatic Vegetation for Survey

Volunteasto perform vegetation sampling aroundthe lake were trained by ateam from NC State University
on 1August. Overall there ae &ou 20 volunteasthisyea compared to 10last yea. The overall objedive was
stated as having the whaole lake shoreline sampled, bu thiswill be limited by the number of volunteers and the time
they are willi ng to spend.

Bruce Johnson, ore of our members and a participant and the leader of last yea’s plant survey, discussd the
aguatic plant sampling program performed last yea under the sponsorship of NC State University (NCSU) and the
expanded eff ort that we hope to acamplish thisyea. Bruce hasthe suppy of computers with GPSfedures that are
used in the sampling to record data. The program implemented thisyea isfar easier to employ than that of last yea.
Bruce and Fred Kneissel have performed samplings onfive different areas o far thisyea and their significant eff orts
are gredly appredated.

Bruce has also worked with NCSU on the data transfer isaues from the recordings made by volunteas to the
plotting of the data on maps at NCSU. Their goal isto doan updite once aweek of a “whole lake” survey to post on
theweb. At the end d the season, they will make more detail ed maps of the different parts of the lake. Thetarget is
to complete mapping vegetation aroundthe lake by the end d end d October and then when the hydrill a starts to mat
and float away, we hope to tradk the floating mats to establi sh where turions might propagate more hydrill a plants
next yea.

Not al our members have amail, use the internet, or take the loca Lake Gaston areanewspapers, so we are taking the
oppatunity to share with you some important LGA adiviti es that have occurred and were reported in Moira’ s monthly column that
appeaed in August 27 editions of the Brunswick Times Gazdte, Lake Gaston Gazdte, Littl eton Observer, Medlenburg Sun and
South Hill Enterprise. Our August/September Bull etin was already in the mail at that time. Please read on:

“ ... InBrunswick County we continued to pursue our oppasition to the propaosed change to the Set-Badk ordinances from
100fed to 40fed where commercial property adjoins aresidential property. In preparation for the Public Hearing on August 20,
we wrote |etters to the Brunswick Courty Supervisors; residents that would be @feded by the change in sethadk; and our
Brunswick County members.

We had a goodturnout and good presentations at the Public Heaing and atie vote (2-2) defeaed the motion.

Regarding the East Oaks Boat Launching Pad Propasal, the LGA supparts a Rezoning Propasal by Morningstar Marinas
“that a new commercial marina businessor an existing boat storage fadlity wishing to install boat launch fadliti es where none
existed prior must locate such boat fadliti es one half mile from any existing adive commercial marina & measured from the
waterli ne of the new or proposed launch fadlity to the existing launch fadlity.” The LGA fedsthis recommendation has a sound
basis supparting boater safety and eli minating boater congestion.

A letter from the LGA documenting our position was ent to Warren County Commissoners, Warren County Planning
Diredor, North Carolina Dominion Power, Warren County Manager, and the Warren County Planning Board, with a @py to NC
Wildlife Resources.

“Taxation without Representation” was the theme of a letter sent to all North Carolina Senators and Representatives with
arequest that they and their coll eagues consider amending the state statutes to all ow part-time residents to vote for the locd |ake
county issues and candidates where they own property, whil e still voting where they have permanent residences for locd, state and
federal isaues and candidates. ...”

Updates. The Warren County Planning Board is reviewing the rezoning request from Morningstar Marinas. We will be
following its progressand we will keep you paosted.

In January of thisyea representatives from the LGA met in Richmond with senior members of the Virginia Department of
Environmental Quality (VADEQ). The reason for the meeting was to convey our concern over the proposed wastewater treament
plant by Lakeside Commons on Pezhill Creek.

We were told the permit would be issued for public comment in ealy spring. Aswe had receved no further
communication, we caled for a status and ascertained that the Federal Government had issued new guidelines and their agency was
waiting for atechnica audience, and they would be ready with an announcement within several weeks. As on as we have more
information we will | et you know.

Planning & Devdopment Takes Stock of Progress —

In August we reviewed the adions that have been taken to date by the committee ad what has been
committed to writing. We spent some time then again addressng our purpose of influencing planning and zoning
dedsions within an areaproximate to the lake, and the ways we might achieve that influence. We then went back to
figuring out how to influencethe dedsions withou spedfying charaderistics which could be interpreted as
obstructionist. These recommendations are best expressed in total impervious aurfaces as a percentage of overall | ot
size and bufer requirements. Such recommendations neal to be made based onscientific and emlogicd rationae
andfadual data. The same can be said for vegetative setbadks and bufers.

In September the ammmitteedid a number of web searches for information regarding methods to promote the
preservation d the lake environment and quality of life by exploitation o measuresto limit rundf of sedimentation
and chemicalsinto the lake. Many of these measures are similar to what are being effedively used in coastal
communities to preserve the hedth of the shellfish and regular fisheries. These measures can have significant benefit
long term at Lake Gaston in minimizing the nutrient rundf into the water and improving the water quality for the
fishery. The measures would also add to the ambiance of the lake through the utili zation o vegetated buffer zones.

We intend to continue to colled data as<ociated with better utili zation d land areato all ow devel opment
while maintaining and improving the environment and quality of life for al residents and property owners
surroundng the lake. Such pradices can also go along way to preserving the value of the investments aroundthe
lake.

The LGA Public Safety Committee ontinues to suppat North Carolina Legisative ationfor Boating Safety
Training paral e to that passed in the last sesson d the Commonwedth of Virginia s House of Delegates and Senate.
WRAL interviewed Rep Wray on 2 September (aired 3/ 4 September) to discusswhy hefedsit isnecessary. Rep
Wray indicaed that if the measure saves orelifeit iswell worth the dfort. Jadk Saunders and Pete Deschenes also
were interviewed as part of the adivity. We continue to work with Rep Wray (whois gorsoring the legislation) to
addresscoordination with ather adivities and to gain suppat from the NC Wil dlife Resources Commissgon.

Of importance ae legidation that continuesto all ow trail ering of boatsupto 9fee in bean on NC roads
(pas=d in the 2008short sesgon, vetoed by the Governor, overridden by a spedal sesgon d the GA) and federal
legidlation signed into law by the President that permanently exempted reaedional watercraft from EPA Clean Water
requirements previously unenforced. (The latter was made necessary by afederal court dedsion agreeéng with a
Cdifornia ewvironmental groupto force dl vesslsto filter coding water and dedk water before return into the
adjacent body of water.)

The Committeedetermined to recognize locd emergency response units, ore per month, from all aroundthe
lake. Thefirst unit identified for recognition was the Lake Gaston Voluntee Fire Department and the secondis the
Ebory Voluntee Fire Department. Pleasejoin usin recognizing these voluntee's whenever you can, and suppat
them, if pasgble, with your time or dorations.

We have dedded to look at ways to have interest revitalized in Community Watch Programs to cortribute to
the avoidanceof burglary and theft. Severa previous recommendations from locd |aw enforcement are still good
pointsto pondyr ... Do nd leareloose items on daks and sundedks. Lock up you spare gas containers and do no
leave keysin becets or personal watercraft. Make your residence or vacaion hane gpea lived in —lights ontimers,
motion sensor lights or alarms, radios onand off. Beware of burglary beamns sich as coll edions of newspapers, full
mail boxes, unmoved garbage recetades, or unattended lawns and gardens. If youwill be avay or are mostly away,
leave wntad numbers with aneighba who hes a dea view of your property with your schedule for return. Take the
time to look aroundyour neighbarhoodfor unusual vehicles or unknown persons. Put in an alarm system with aloud
bell or horn. If something does not seam right cdl the personwho lives or owns the property, or law enforcement if it
appeasa aimeisunderway.
