Our Directors 
attend the county government meetings and write short reports of these 
meetings to keep you abreast of what is going on in your county, and we 
send them to you via e-mail .  When issues pop up that you need to know 
about, we will send out a special report to you with the facts and what you 
can do.  We will also give you a heads up for significant changes in the lake 
level.  

  
Occasionally, something will pop up that wasn't covered in the "big 

survey", and we will ask you what you think.  So, for all those reasons, if 
you do have an e-mail that you haven’ t shared with us up to now, you may 
want to reconsider. If you do, let our Executive Director know if you want 
your e-mail address added to your membership record, e-mail her at  
Memrec@LakeGastonAssoc.com .

Re-energize your Community/Neighborhood watch programs 
We recently determined to find some methods to help neighborhoods re-energize their local watch 

programs.  Several organizations and persons helpful in the Community/Neighborhood Watch Programs 
previously were asked to support us and we were honored to have guests Mr. Al Hartley, Warren County 
Sheriff Johnny Willi ams, Northampton County Sheriff Wardie Vincent and Northampton County Officer 
Brenda Burnette at our most recent Public Safety Committee meeting. 

The kick off “ thought” which is on many minds is that with a bad economy, there is a high probabili ty 
that theft/burglary will be on the rise.  Our objective was to determine how to reduce the opportunity to be a 
target of crime.  Among the points made by our learned guests were: 
 

1. Don’ t wait until after the fact to get reorganized.  Be pro-active and really watch out for your neighbors 
now and not as a reaction. 

2. Pay attention to cars and trucks in your neighborhood and be suspicious of those that are unfamiliar, and 
where those vehicles are seen.  If the location is not a full time resident, then either call the owner to 
check or call the sheriff . 

3. There is a need in every neighborhood for a proponent of neighborhood watch; despite what may be the 
normal concept, a nosy neighbor may be a very good neighbor. 

4. Decide what can work in your neighborhood with your neighbors; even the appearance of vigilance can 
be very useful in discouraging a potential burglar looking for an easy target. 

5. Don’ t make it easy – lock your doors and put things away that thieves may want on docks or around 
sheds.  Have the home look occupied.   

6. Use the county crime stopper numbers – calls are anonymous, and lines operate 24 hours a day.  If you 
see suspicious vehicles or persons, make the call and provide your observations – it may not make any 
difference immediately or it may solve a crime.  The CrimeStopper numbers are:  Brunswick – (434) 
848-2336 or 1-866-884-5732; Hali fax – (252) 583-4444; Mecklenburg – 1-877-676-8477;    
Northampton – (252) 534-1110; and Warren (252) 257-1356. 

      
Pete Deschenes provided an update for the activity being pursued in the NC General Assembly for the 

introduction of legislation for boater safety training.  There was a 2 hour meeting of the Joint Select Committee 
on Mandatory Boater Education, appointed by the Senate Majority Leader Basnight and Speaker Hackney (Pete 
was appointed by Sen. Basnight), and co-chaired by Rep. Michael Wray and Senator Ed Jones on November 12, 
with participation from the National Transportation Safety Board, the National Association of Safe Boating 
Legislation Administrators, the Lake Norman Marine Commission, the NC Wildli fe Resources Commission and 
others as appointed.  The next session is open to the public and scheduled for the morning of December 3.   

The next meeting of the LGA Public Safety Committee will be held on December 12 at 8:30 a.m. at the 
Eaton Ferry Grocery and Grill on Hwy 903 south of the lake. 
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Update from Environmental Committee 
The Stakeholders Board held a review of the Technical Advisory Groups report and recommendation on 

February 19, in anticipation of the report being given to the Lake Gaston Weed Control Council.  There were a 
number of presentations made by Dr. Rob Richardson, Professor of Aquatic Vegetation at NC State University 
and the Chair of the TAG, Mr. Michael Smart of the USA Corps of Engineers, Kirk Rundle from the NC Wildli fe 
Resource Departments fishery group, and other briefings which were brought forth from the TAG early February 
meeting.  These briefings were very informative and inspired additional discussions and some action items.   

The same recommendations were reviewed with the Lake Gaston Weed Control Council on March 11.  
These recommendations include additional stocking of sterile grass carp (over 6,500), consideration of continuing 
the experiment with annual treatment, every other year treatment and no treatment to continue scientific evidence 
that tuber and turion counts are lowered significantly by the former, and to continue with a number of 
experiments being conducted by the Army Corps of Engineers (ACoE).  During the March 11 meeting, ReMetrix 
also reported the results of their 2008 vegetation survey which can be reviewed at http://ims.remetrix.com   To 
log on, use for the Log In name: “Gaston Maps”  and for the Password use “Public_1”   Both the log in name and 
password are case sensitive as shown herein but without the quote marks.   

Vernon Wilson and Pete Deschenes have highlighted the issues surrounding a renewed push from 
Raleigh, Durham and Cary officials for water allocations from Kerr Lake; there are a number of Public Hearings 
to address Kerr Lake Regional Water System Interbasin Transfer Information Requests.  By going to the website 
http://www.ncwater.org/Permits_and_Registration/Interbasin_Transfer/Status/Kerr   you will be able to both see 
the schedule for public hearings and see the summary of what is being discussed.  There is also activity which has 
been initiated by the Bi-State Commission on Inter-Basin Water Transfers, the first meeting of which was 
conducted on March 27.  There wil l be an attempt to have a speaker for the May LGA General Meeting (May 6) 
to discuss the issue in depth, however, anyone interested should attend and participate in one of the public forums 
in April that are li sted in the “Calendar Notes” .   

George Kimble reported that the NC DWQ planned on revisiting the motor cross establishment and that 
there is no update on the NC Attorney General’s actions.  

Ron George, Pete Deschenes and Jack Saunders revisited the discussion on the need for the LGA to make 
a formal stand on Uranium Mining in VA. The potential mining would take place at the headwaters of the 
Roanoke River.   

Coordination is underway with NC State University and the ACoE regarding what activities and 
assistance are required from the Lake Environmental Monitors and Vegetation Scouts in the coming season.  
Training sessions will be established after the needs are known and a plan is put together.  

Monthly meetings are held the third Wednesday of the month at 0830 at the Eaton’s Ferry Grocery and 
Grill on Hwy 903 south of the lake.

Update from Planning and Development Committee 
The activities necessary to incorporate and establish a separate non-profit charitable organization eligible for 

IRS Code 501(c)(3) status has been completed in the form of the Friends of Lake Gaston Associations, Inc.  They 
have submitted an application for a grant which the P&D Committee will administer to sponsor local forums to learn 
about watershed protection measures that can be initiated for Lake Gaston.   

The Committee finalized letters to the five counties Boards of Supervisors and Commissioners 
recommending policies and strategies that could be adopted by the local governments for preservation of water 
quality in the lake and the fishery.  The letters also outlined actions for good stewardship of the developing land 
areas surrounding the lake.  One of the five counties has provided a response. 

The Committee has addressed developing standards for porosity and natural vegetation buffers on lake 
properties near term versus not recommending any standards until all of the work is done which may take several 
more years.  Dave Duxbury indicated that he would follow up in reviewing the standards addressed in the Pine 
Hurst/New Hanover County, NC planning documents. We intend to have this action completed within two months.   

The Committee has also been researching activities at other lakes for preservation or restoration of water 
quality and is in the midst of making contacts and completing research into what has been accomplished.

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Government Relations at Work in the Counties 
The Government Relations Committee continues to be very active. We are working on our retreat

The LGA is in the process of 
drafting letters to the commissioners strongly requesting they approve a revenue-neutral tax rate. That would 
mean no property tax increases for this year. 

 

Finally, we continue to be concerned about high density housing and the impact on the environment. We 
monitor this issue as best we can.

Update from Public Safety Committee 
On April 1 Brunswick County Sheriff Brian Roberts will address the Lake Gaston Association as the 

featured speaker regarding Citizen’s/Neighborhood Watch programs.  This committee has addressed the issue in 
the past with three of the other county police departments, and would like to take advantage of the opportunity 
to share tips provided again.   

 
1. Don’ t wait until after the fact to get reorganized.  Be pro-active and really watch out for your neighbors 

now and not as a reaction. 
 
2. Pay attention to cars and trucks in your neighborhood and be suspicious of those that are unfamiliar, and 

where those vehicles are seen.  If a suspicious vehicle is observed at a property, then either call the 
owner to check or call the sheriff . 

 
3. There is a need in every neighborhood for a proponent of neighborhood watch; despite what may be the 

normal concept, a nosy neighbor may be a very good neighbor. 
 
4. Decide what can work in your neighborhood with your neighbors; even the appearance of vigilance can 

be very useful in discouraging a potential burglar looking for an easy target. 
 
5. Don’ t make it easy – lock your doors and put things away that thieves may want on docks or around 

sheds.  Have the home look occupied.   
 
6. Use the county crime stopper numbers – calls are anonymous, and lines operate 24 hours a day.  If you 

see suspicious vehicles or persons, make the call and provide your observations – it may not make any 
difference immediately or it may solve a crime.

Pete Deschenes has continued to provide leadership to local efforts supporting passage of legislation in 

this year’s North Carolina General Assembly session of an act to Improve Boater Education.  House Bill 39 has 
cleared the Wildli fe Resource Committee and next will be taken up by the Judicial II I Committee.  If passed by 
that committee, the Bill will be reported to the full House.  Senate Bill 43 will have a similar level of activity 
and the two bill s will be reconciled for final approval, all hope full during this session.  If any committee stops 
the bill , then it is dead for two years.  The LGA will be communicating how you contact our representatives so 
that you can make your voice heard on this key legislation for improved water safety in the State.  

Several members have asked that there be emphasis placed on entering an In Case of Emergency contact 
in your cell phone.  When emergency responders see a patient’s cell phone at an accident or emergency home 
scene, if the contact list includes an ICE number, then it is easy to contact a family member or friend.  
Contacting a family member can sometimes be critical to a patients care and treatment.  Just enter ICE (rather 
than a name) and the number for who you would want contacted.  Perhaps enter an ICE2 and ICE3 for backup.   

At the March General Membership Meeting, Stan Brothers – President of the Churchill -Five Forks 
VFD, asked that the LGA consider coordinating activities to look into the acquisition and use of Fire Fighting 
boats on Lake Gaston.  At the March Safety Committee meeting, we reviewed available data and determined 
that the organization O’Sail was already working the subject very hard and determined to invite O’Sail to share 
its status with the Committee, rather than taking any action which might be counterproductive to their initiative.  
John Cataldo, the LGA President, will t ender the invitation.  

The LGA Public Safety Committee meets the second Friday of each month at 0830 at the EFG&G.  
Everyone is invited to participate and assist the Committee.

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Last Bulletin for Non-Renewals 
Please don’ t let this be your last Bulletin … our Membership Committee is trying to reach everybody by

Email Addresses – Keeping Us Informed 
Every month we unsubscribe all our members’ email addresses and replace them with the latest lists 

(from that month’s membership database updates) which includes bringing in our new members email 
addresses, existing members who now have new email addresses, and the lists also reflect any email deletions 
of our members who have asked us to stop sending them emails.  

When I import those lists, if an email i s no longer valid, the process stops (it’s still a mystery to me that 
cyberspace can tell valid from invalid email addresses) and I have to remove that email address or amend it so 
the import of the entire list can be completed. Depending on the time of day i.e. a sociable hour to make a 
telephone call , I can call that member and ask for their new email address, and I can take care of it right then 
and there.  

Over time I will say that more and more members are keeping us informed of their email address 
changes - thank you, thank you. I do need to emphasize that emails from us are all or nothing. By that I mean, if 
a member requests to be unsubscribed from county emails, we don’ t have a way to still send them emails that 
go to all members. Rather than not get any emails from us at all – we’ re talking about 2-3 emails a month – a 
workable solution for you to consider could be: I start every email with LGA: at the beginning of the subject 
line and it will mention if it is information concerning your county, you could delete unseen if you so wish. This 
solution would keep your Bulletins coming to you via email . If we delete your email address, Bulletins will t hen 
come to you via US mail .  

We have positive feedback from our members who like to hear about what happened at the County 
Commissioners meeting from the LGA director that attended. And, as John mentioned, emaili ng you is a great 
way to quickly get information to and from our members as in the recent Rental Survey.

Update on Warren County Revaluation

The opportunity to try to influence the Commissioners thinking when setting the tax rate is either at their 
monthly meetings, or a Budget Work Session. We will be at those meetings and we need you to join us.

Amendments to the LGA By-Laws

The five counties differ in size from Brunswick with about 800 lake property owners to 
Warren with 4,500.  We have plenty of work for 25 Directors.  We seldom have more than 20 Directors on 
board.  Hali fax currently has two and Brunswick three (and loses one in June).  We sometimes have people 
waiting for more than a year for a seat in Warren or Northampton.  The change would allow us to open one seat 
in each county to an "at large" Director from any county.  

 

The second change cleans up some vague language about voting and would allow us to vote on an issue 
by e-mail when necessary.
