YOUR PRIM ARY VOICE ON LAKE ISSUES 

With a mission to identify issues affecting our members and pursue 
resolution with the responsible organizations 
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New NC Boating Education Law Effective May 1, 2010 
The North Carolina Boating Education bill has been passed by the legislature and signed by the Governor.  The 

law will take effect May 1, 2010.  At that time all NC resident boat and PWC operators under age 26 must have a boating 
safety training completion certificate to prove they have the basic knowledge necessary to safely operate a boat or PWC. 
Operators should have identification with age available.  The 2007 Virginia Boating Education law phased-in 
requirements are described in detail on page 6. 

The differences between the states could cause confusion here at Lake Gaston.  It is not uncommon for someone 
from Virginia to be driving a boat from North Carolina, and vice-versa.  OK, here is how the Conservation Off icers will 
sort out this problem:  the boat operator will be expected to meet the requirements of his or her state of residence.  This is 
regardless of who stops you, in which state you are being stopped or where the boat is registered.  So if you are a NC 
resident, driving a VA registered boat, stopped by VA law officers, in VA, you will get a ticket if you do not have proof 
of meeting NC boating education law.  Same thing if you are from Connecticut or any other state that requires a boating 
ed. course. 

The Safety Committee is looking at crime at the lake.  We are generally fortunate here at the lake, as all five 
county sheriff’ s departments have designated our areas as low crime areas.  But just how much crime, and of what type, 
do we have?  We will l ook at this over the next few months and see if there is a way to make you, our members, more 
aware of what is going on and what you can do to reduce the probability of the victim being you.

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Government Relations Committee at Work 
 The Government Relations Committee continued to support our members with involvement in local, state and 

federal activities.  Most recently our work has focused primarily on county budget activity. 
Listed below are the tax rates and county funding projections for hydrilla treatment for FY 2009-2010:

The committee participated in the development of the letters that were presented to each of the county 
commissioner/supervisor meetings, requesting that budgets address the essential services for county residents, but that 
increases be held to a minimum.  In the case of Warren County where the revaluation process was just completed it was 
requested that the new budget be kept to revenue neutral.  Several LGA members and staff were active in working with 
their county employees and politicians to influence the final budget results. 

 LGA members have volunteered to serve on the Warren County Citizens Advisory Council responsible for 
updating the county zoning ordinance.  This effort may become a model for similar efforts in other counties around the 
lake.  Member issues such as building density, types of businesses, signs and other permitted uses are being addressed. 

A recent notice from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) announced that Dominion Power will 
be responsible for constructing, maintaining and evaluating the effectiveness of upstream passage facilities at Roanoke 
Rapids Lake and Lake Gaston dams for the American eel and American shad.  No action was required of the LGA. 

The issue of a political action committee was recently raised at a regular LGA monthly meeting and the action 
was assigned to Government Relations.  The committee is researching this issue and will report back in the near future.

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P&D Hosts Watershed Protection Forum 
On June 27, we first had a session of the Lake Gaston Association Directors and members of committees 

interested in attending an early planning session to learn how we can invigorate citizen participation in protecting the 
Lake Gaston Watershed.  One of the first matters addressed was creation of interest in the subject.  We immediately 
agreed that we would have no part in inventing a crisis, particularly since today we enjoy a very pristine water body 
relative to most of the available water recreation areas.   

Ms. Laurel Woodworth from the Center for Watershed Protection discussed the steps necessary leading to 
other actions.  First we need to understand our baseline condition.  That would include zoning requirements currently 
applying to porosity and vegetated buffer areas, control of stormwater runoff , and identification of polluters such as 
farm animals or heavy fertili zer application.  Some of the subjects considered harmful by advocates of high quality 
watershed conditions will be counter to priorities of local farmers and developers.  The issue which wil l decide the 
control of sedimentation and nutrient pollution will be the preservation of real estate value for taxation revenues in 
the counties.   

Ms. Woodworth specifically addressed vegetated buffer zones, models developed in other counties and the 
importance of meetings such as roundtables.  It was also agreed that many local stakeholders need to be addressed 
including Dominion Power, NC Safe Boating All iance, NC DENR, VA DEQ, the various Chamber Associations, 
county planning chiefs, Bi-State Interbasin Water Transfer Commission, Roanoke River Basin Assoc., and several 
other companies. 

Often confli ct can result between interested groups over contentious issues such as restoration of watershed 
or control of stormwater runoff when improvement in the conditions of the watershed should be a catalyst between 
parties for preservation of value and quality of li fe.  It was suggested that we develop a li st of stakeholders and enlist 
them in the discussion of issues regardless of their entry stance and then develop an approach for all i nterests to 
support as a best path forward for everyone.     

After that at 1:30 PM there was a public meeting, where Ms. Woodworth provided an in-depth overview of 
the current condition in general of Lake Gaston with suggestions of how we might pursue preservation of the quality 
of the watershed.  The presentation provided by Ms. Woodworth was comprehensive and insightful, regarding how 
watershed protection has been effected elsewhere and conditions which can be anticipated if protection measures are 
not taken.   

There are many examples of successful watershed protection efforts in vibrant communities which 
demonstrate that the commercial appeal of the area can be maintained without damage to the watershed and healthy 
environment.  Several of these are in North Carolina including Pine Hurst and Brunswick County, NC.   

The Planning and Development Committee continues to welcome anyone who wishes to participate and 
become involved with activities to identify planning and development standards around the lake which can preserve 
the mostly rural and environmentally sensitive state of the Lake Gaston area.

 Barr icade of Boats - Volunteers Needed on August 8 
To protect the participants in The Crossing, Eaton's Ferry bridge will be closed - security vessels from the 

Coast Guard Auxil iary, NC Wild Life, the Warren County Sheriff, and the Coast Guard will stop boat traff ic.  
A barricade of boats from the public will be lined up next to the buoys to protect the participants, and give 

assistance to anyone unable to make it across the lake. Anyone interested in being a part of the 'barricade' is to 
contact Jane Teasley - (434) 636-3729 or janek@buggs.net. 

The barricade boats will have a bird's eye view of the event - as well as being a part of the protection for the 
participants.   The Coast Guard Auxiliary is asking anyone who has a 'boat' (no jet skis) to contact Jane.   An  
anchor is a MUST.   The dams will be shut down for the duration of the event - so it is important that the boats  
NOT drift into the swim lane. 

Barricade boats must be in position at 8:30 a.m., the bridge will be shut down at 8:45 a.m., and The Crossing 
event is usually over by 11:30 a.m. 
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Environment Committee Update 
The 2009 herbicide treatments are well underway with many completed. The remaining 2009 treatment schedule can be 

viewed on http://www.lgwcc.org/ and going to the Treatment Areas/Survey or going directly to http://skipsaquatic.com web 
site.  For FY 2009-2010 budget Northampton County voted to eliminate their weed control contribution and Brunswick County 
reduced their contribution to $92,922, the Lake Gaston Weed Control Council will receive the full amount of $116,000 from 
Warren County, Hali fax County and Mecklenburg County.  

The 2009 U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Revegetation Project conducted on June 9 – 11, was very successful. The 
staging area was River Ridge Golf and Camping boat ramp.  The project was completed a day ahead of schedule in 90 degree 
temperatures with 90 percent humidity. The 20 plus workers and volunteers built 357 cages and 8 24 x 24 foot pens. The 357 
cages had to be constructed, transported via boats and placed behind the islands in the area known as the flats over the 2 day 
period. In all some 700 plants of 16 varieties were planted in the cages and pens. It was a very interesting and educational 
project. Many thanks to the 6 LGA directors and non directors involved, Bill and Joyce Lindenmuth, Pete and Susie Deschenes, 
John Cataldo, Vernon Wilson and Jack Saunders. Also special thanks to Bob Stelzner for providing and driving the Brunswick 
County Lake Gaston Water Safety work boat.  

Pete Deschenes, Bill Lindenmuth and Vernon Wilson attended the second Roanoke River Basin Bi-State Commission 
meeting held on June 12, 2009. The Kerr Lake Regional Water Systems Inter – Basin Transfer request was the main topic of 
discussion, with discussions on the North Carolina Water Allocation study currently underway and the Virginia Uranium 
Mining study. For more information you can go to website 
http://www.ncwater.org/Permits_and_Registration/Interbasin_Transfer/Status/Kerr   you will be able to both see the schedule 
for public hearings and see the summary of what is being discussed. I also attended the public meeting in Roanoke Rapids on 
June 26, 2009 with the Kerr Lake Regional Water Inter – Basin transfer request was presented.

NCSU will conduct the training in addition to sharing the new mission statement and objectives for the 2009 volunteer data 
collection.

US Coast Guard Auxili ary 2009 Training Dates 
 

August 15 and September 19 
 

America's Boating Course is an eight hour course covering the basics of boating and is appropriate for youth as well 
as the adult boater.  Successful completion of this course satisfies the education requirement for youth to operate a PWC in both 
Virginia and North Carolina.  Remember: Virginia now has a law that all boaters in the waters of Virginia will have proof of 
taking a Boating Course.  Phase I begins July 2009.  Courses are taught at the USCG Auxili ary Flotill a 93 Building, located at 
252 River Road, (Route 1214), Henrico, 1/4 mile south of Route 46. All classes are on Saturday from 8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m., with 
the exam given at the end of class.  Please bring your lunch - none will be provided.  The fee for the course is $30.   

Pre-registration and prepayment are required and may be accomplished by calli ng the Lake Gaston Gazette, (252) 
586-2700, or stopping by their off ice at 378 Lizard Creek Road, Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Registration and 
payment must be completed no later than one week prior to the course date. Checks, made out to the US Coast Guard Auxili ary, 
may be dropped off at the Gazette, or mailed to the Lake Gaston Gazette, P.O. Box 1166, Littleton, NC 27850, Attn: Boating 
Safety Course 

 

Clarification of Virginia Boating Law  
The requirement is for all Virginia boaters to have the certificate of training for the ages prescribed in each year of the 

phased in program indicated below: 
  1. Personal watercraft operators 20 years of age or younger shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2009; 

2. Personal watercraft operators 35 years of age or younger shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2010; 
3. Personal watercraft operators 50 years of age or younger and motorboat operators 20 years of age or younger 

         shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2011; 
4. All personal watercraft operators, regardless of age, and motorboat operators 30 years of age or younger shall  

         meet the requirements by July 1, 2012; 
5. Motorboat operators 40 years of age or younger shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2013; 
6. Motorboat operators 45 years of age or younger shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2014; 
7. Motorboat operators 50 years of age or younger shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2015; 
8. All motorboat operators, regardless of age, shall meet the requirements by July 1, 2016. 

   This is the requirement for residents in the Commonwealth of Virginia. Full details of the complete law can be found
