resolution with the responsible organizations 
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Pursuing a Path to Watershed Protection 
On 30 October, Roland Beauchaine, Doug Hughes and Jack Saunders met with Laurel Woolworth and David 

Hirschman of the Center for Watershed Protection in their offices in Charlottesville, Va.  Laurel had come to Lake 

Gaston in late June for some initial discussions regarding watershed protection and David has worked in the Water 

Quality/Watershed field for over 20 years.  We spent some time reviewing the background of the Committeeôs 

activities over the last two years and addressed what we would like to target next for accomplishment. 

One of the major objectives of the Committee is to preserve the quality of life in the lake area and much of 

that experience is tied to the quality of the lake water and the perceived health of the lake.  The last situation that 

would be desired would be to have a similar fate as does exist in a lake just south of the Tri-Cities Metroplex, in 

which the entire lake is labeled as impaired.  Several lakes in the state have times when swimming and fishing are 

not allowed.   

David Hirshman explained how colossal a full lake quality assessment could be and will include in his 

recommendations to us how a snapshot or sampling activity might be pursued to extrapolate to the whole lake.  We 

discussed the need for us to tie unbiased science to the benefits to be derived from any actions taken or any 

limitations that might be discussed.  David and Laurel agreed to prepare a recommended action plan that we can 

consider and a statement or work for some near term activities they could perform for us and with us.  They also 

know several grant sources that we may benefit from.  They agreed to submit some initial documents to us for 

review and consideration within the next several weeks.   

The Planning and Development Committee continues to welcome anyone who wishes to participate and 

become involved with activities to identify planning and development standards around the lake which can preserve 

the mostly rural and environmentally sensitive state of the Lake Gaston area.

Low Crime Area - Don't Get Complacent 
You have heard many times that we (here at the lake) live in a low crime area. It is true. However, that is no 

reason to get complacent. Times can change, and even in low crime areas there is crime. You want to make sure that 

what crime there is happens to someone else, not you. One of our neighbors just lost a boat trailer with two jet skis 

from his front yard. His subdivision has few year around owners so there is not a lot of people with their eyes on 

neighbors property. The subdivision does not have an active Neighborhood Watch program. Many of us are at risk 

for this same loss.  

I have two boats parked in my front yard. I have a street light (paid for by me) in the general vicinity, and 

hitch locks. You also could use a chain to lock the trailer to a tree, or put the trailer on blocks. Give them a 

challenge. The winter means fewer people around and the bad guys know it. The more you and your subdivision do 

to give the appearance of people around will reduce the likelihood of the bad guys visiting you.  

The Neighborhood Watch program tells you how to do this. Our problem is difficult, what with the fact that 

at least half of the home owners do not live here year around. If your subdivision is interested in finding out more 

about Neighborhood Watch, let us know. We are interested in knowing what the lake community wants us to do.

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Lake Gaston, Did You Know? 
Lake Gaston is sandwiched between two lakes ï Kerr Lake and Roanoke Rapids (sometimes call ñThe 

Old Lakeò). The Roanoke River flows through Smith Mountain Lake (west of Kerr Lake), Lake Gaston and 

Roanoke Rapids Lake before it emerges and meanders down to the Sound. Whatôs unique about Lake Gaston is 

that Dominion Powerôs agreement with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission allows for Lake Gaston to 

basically hold to an even level within the power companyôs operating modes. Whereas on the other hand for 

instance, homeowners on Kerr Lake, to the west of us, have floating docks because the water level can fluctuate 

by several feet. Roanoke Rapids Lake, to the east of us, can also fluctuate by several feet. 

For instance, our normal level here on Lake Gaston is around 199.50 feet, with a low of 199.00 feet and 

a high of 200.00 ft. There are instances where that can change depending on certain conditions such as flood 

control, drought conditions, spawning down stream in the spring, and there are others. But the normal 

fluctuations are generally in inches. We are very fortunate to have selected Lake Gaston for our vacation or 

retirement home. We also have to bear in mind that Lake Gaston is primarily here for generating power, then 

flood control, and finally recreation. Dominion NC Power owns the shoreline and there are rules and regulations 

that need to be followed. 

Check out their website at www.dom.com/about/stations/hydro/lakes-and-recreation.jsp where you find 

out lake levels, flow levels, Construction and Use procedures, operation modes, when you can go whitewater 

rafting on the Roanoke River from Weldon ï power company lets out water for that purpose, and a whole host 

of other information a Lake Gaston homeowner would like to know. 

If there is an emergency where Dominion will have to operate outside their normal operating modes, we 

are on their emergency list to be notified of the situation. We do have a telephone tree to launch should an 

emergency be declared. Having said that, (and touch wood) there has not been an emergency in recent years, 

where we had to use the telephone tree, other than for confirmation that those on the list are still willing to be 

the contact.  

But after heavy weather situations, such as occurred over the early weeks of November, we did contact 

the Gaston Dam operator to ascertain what was going to happen with the lake level. As of press time, the water 

was able to be maintained without a serious rise in water levels, and we sent non-emergency water level 

advisories via email to our members with email.

            North Carolina Mandatory Boater  Education Law: Effective May 1, 2010, a boating safety education 

course will be required for anyone younger than 26 to operate a vessel of 10 horsepower or greater on public 

waterways. 

The Virginia Mandatory Boater Education Law passed in 2007, laid out a phased in program 

which requires that Personal Watercraft operators 35 years of age or younger shall meet the Boater Safety Training 

requirements by July 1, 2010.

Seasons Greetings from Your Membership Team 
We are very excited to both thank our new members for joining, and to thank our members who have already 

renewed for 2010. As you know we are Your VOICE on Lake Issues and we are constantly striving to maintain and 

increase our membership.  

At this time of the year it is really gratifying to see your loyal support of the LGA by the rate the renewal 

checks arrive at our post office box. Understandably they slow down once the Holiday Season is with us, and 

traditionally they pick back up in January. But as you can imagine, when we first sent out the 1,198 renewal letters in 

October, it was a little scary to have to sit and wait for all those renewals to come in. We have to believe that weôve 

done something right over the last year to earn your loyalty, and that those renewals will come in. In addition we 

sent out 119 ñWeôve Missed Youò notes to those members who had not renewed for 2009. And you are coming 

through for us! Thank you! Thank you!  

For the second year in a row we have undergone a major membership drive in late summer by sending out a 

mailing to property owners on Lake Gaston in Halifax, Northampton and Warren counties in North Carolina and 

Brunswick and Mecklenburg counties in Virginia. This method has produced the most new members for us, as well 

as encouraged former members to rejoin. For example, if you look at our membership numbers at the end of June

from our year end goal of 1,500.

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Environment Committee Update é 
This last summer the óCenter for Watershed Protectionô held an open forum discussing the importance of 

Watershed Protection.  As a follow up to this presentation, Doug Hughes, Jack Saunders and Roland Beauchaine 

made a trip to Charlottesville, VA to gather additional advice on what can be accomplished and actions required to 

create a baseline of Lake Gastonôs current water quality. In addition, they asked for possible future actions and 

suggested funding sources for possible grants. Recommendations from the Center are expected within the next 

month. Both the Environment and Planning and Development committees will be involved in any future projects to 

protect our lake and water quality. 

Bill Lindenmuth recently attended the 2009 Virginia Water Research Conference on ñWater Resources in 

Changing Climatesò in Richmond, VA. The 2 days of sessions were generally technical and academic in nature. The 

majority of topics and presentations were: Meeting the Challenges of Climate Change, Understanding Climate 

Change and effects on Water Resources, Storm Water Management Impacts, Developing Storm Water Management 

Policies and Practices, Managing Waste Water and Conserving Water and Exploring Alternative Water Supplies. 

The full agenda, presenters and abstracts of the presentation can be viewed online at 

http://www.vwrrc.vt.edu/2009conference_program.html .  A couple of items of interest that Bill came away with are 

that we can expect greater intensity rain events with longer dry periods (possible droughts) between them. It was 

reported that greater evaporation from warmer temperatures will lead to parched ground and less absorption, thus 

less replenishment of ground water as a result of climate change. The Hampton Roads area of Virginia was pointed 

out as one of the areas that may be most affected in the U.S. by rising sea levels. It was reported that some insurance 

companies are already refusing to insure homeowners, although this has not been verified.  

Several researchers reported on storm water management and focused on Low Impact Development, LID, as 

the best management practice. Russell Baxter, VA Department of Conservation and Recreation, discussed upcoming 

changes to Storm Water Regulation in Virginia. Every county in Virginia will be required to create their own 

management program between October 2011 and April 2012 or default to Depart of Conservation and Recreation 

(DCR) provisions. We will inquire of Mecklenburg and Brunswick counties in Virginia whether they are creating 

their own management program or defaulting to the DCR. The LGA considers proper control of storm water runoff 

to be a major factor in maintaining the water quality of Lake Gaston.   

Aquatic weed surveys and sampling have been underway for the better part of a month and half. But, many 

of the volunteers, me included, got a very late start and as such did not experience the normal amount of vegetation 

as in past years. A great deal of vegetation that I know was present in July and early August was not found a couple 

weeks ago. Many more coves and creeks had presence of the algae Lyngbya noted this year, and that was one of the 

main areas of concern that NCSU wanted the LEMS to concentrate on in 2009.  The late start, along with some poor 

weather has hindered the efforts. What data that has been collected has been sent to NCSU for analysis and some are 

still taking samples. There has been very little reported with regards to floating mats of hydrilla. The majority of the 

mats have been very small. The largest Iôve experienced has been about the size of my boat. We will have to see the 

results of the sampling after analysis to know exactly where we stand. Lesson learned, start the sampling process a 

lot earlier than late September and early October.

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Government Relations Committee Update    
      Due to the workload in the County Managerôs office, Warren County asked that the LGA take the lead on 

coordinating with the other four counties to schedule the Five County Forum.  Members of the Government 

Relations Committee have been in touch with their respective counties and have received a positive response, so far.  

The agenda for the forum will include: watershed protection, vegetation control and lake development.  The forum 

has been scheduled for Thursday, January 21, 2010. A location has not yet been set. 

     Political forums are being planned for candidates running for office in the North Carolina elections in 

2010. They are tentatively scheduled for late March, and will be confirmed once candidates have filed to run.  

     There is continuing action on the communications tower needed by EMS, fire departments and the 

Sheriffôs Department in Warren County.  After the county announced the results of a study by a contractor and a 

summary of the report was sent to members, a member asked whether a cell phone company might be able to put up 

a tower that could be shared with the county.  EMS Director, Chris Wright, said that it is possible for a cell phone 

company to bid on any subsequent request for proposal.   

    The Warren County Manager has reported that the updated Noise Control ordinance will be ready for 

review during the scheduled December 9 Warren County Commissioners Work Session.

Grill.  The public is invited to attend.
