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Updae from Lake Environment

The Lake Gaston Weed Control Council (LGWCC) held a meeting on January15, 2009.The decision for
the 2009herbicide gplicator contract was put on hold urtil February or March 2009. The LGWCC wantsto first
understand the survey results of both ReMetrix and the manual survey condwcted by our LGA Lake Environment
Monitors (LEMs) volunteers in September and October 2008.Both survey reports shoud be presented at the next
Tedhnical Advisor Groupmeeting in February, after which recommendations will be submitted for the 2009
aguatic growth treatment plan. Skip’s Aquatic Solutions LL C., delivered handouts to the LGWCC with the 2008
Hydrilla Treament Summary. In short, Skip felt that the 2008 treament was very successul, with cost saving
achieved and additional areastreaed that were not in the original 2008plan. The information can be viewed in
detail onthe LGWCC website at www.lgwcc.org. The Lake Environment Committeewill have more information
to share dter attending the Lake Gaston Stake Holders meeting in late February.

The treatment of Hydrill ais a very costly and long term endeavor to say the least. It will never be
eradicated, only controll ed to the best of our abilities with the limited funds provided viatax money. In the last
coupe yeasthe anount has been $1.2-1.5million per yea. In addition, thousands of dallars gent via private
treatments that we ae unable to track. LGWCC isthe ggency that plans the strategy, coll eds and spends the
money for Hydrill a control, bah biologica (grasscarp) and herbicide.

In agiven yea thereis only enough money to trea some of the 25-35 major areas around the lake once
every 3-4 yeas. These aeas are chosen based oncurrent Hydrill a growth, pest historicd growth /treatments and
effedivenessof herbicide treatment (determined by the anourt of water movement or current). FY'l, an area must
be treated 4to 5 yeas conseautively with Sonar to redly control the reoccurrence of Hydrill a growth, even then
Hydrill awill probably return at some point in the future. The aurrent limited amourt of funds will NEVER get
Hydrill a under control but only asdgst in reducing long term cost for subdvisions (and individual home owners).

For the nea term, each subdivision shoud plan to continue cntracting or start planning on contracting
for its own treatment around the shoreline every year. If you doget treated with tax funded chemicals the
applicator contractor will either refundyour subdvision, HOA or hold your money for next yea’ s treatment if
required.

The most effedive way for private treatmentsis for the entire subdivision a subdvisionsin a @ve or
creek to get together to treat awhole cove & one time so the mntracted applicator doesn’t have to start and stop
treatment based onindividual homes or subdvisions. This combining of subdvisions and communities could also
create st breaks and savings in chemicals and applicaor fees.

We dso nead to remind you to naify Dominion Power and LGA of any private treatments accompli shed
so that we can measure the dfedivenessand amount of funds gent on ou fight to control Hydrill a growth.

Study Planned for Uranium Mining in Southside Virginia

On January 6, 2009,VernonWilson, LGA Lake Environment chair, attended a puldic heaing held by the
Virginia Coal and Energy Commisgon’s Uranium Subcommittee. The meeting was the seaond public medingin
the last threemonths to receve pullic comments on the planned study of uranium mining in Southside Virginia.

In the ealy 1980 s there was a discovery of a depasit of approximately 60,000tons of uraniumin
Pittsylvania Courty, VA called the Coles Hill deposit (worth approximately $ 7-10 kllion). In the 1980 s an
extensive study of uranium mining resulted in aban or moratorium on uranium mining in the state of Virginia by
the Virginia General Asembly, seeking to protect the puldic hedth and environment. The moratorium is gill in
place today. The study will take gproximately 1%2yeasandis being privately funded.

Why isthisa mncern for us at Lake Gaston? A couple miles from the uranium depaosit is the Banister
River, which runsinto the Dan River, which feads Kerr Lake, Lake Gaston, Roanoke Rapids Lake andthe
Roanoke River. There have been many articlesin the Virginia Beach news papers, Richmond Times and locally
The Mecklenburg Sunif you're interested in staying abreast with the topic.

P& D Propases Friends of the Lake Gaston Associations, Inc.

In the December meding, the Committeetook the entire meding time aldressng drafts of Articles of
Incorporation and By-Laws of the proposed Friends of the Lake Gaston Associations, Inc. Revised dacuments
were then circulated. The documents were discussed duing the January 7, 2009General LGA meeting and
approved. Theinitia Diredors of that new organization were dso naminated and approved.

The gplicationto the NC Seaetary of State for incorporation d the Friends of Lake Gaston
Associations was submitted onJanuary 7 and the appli cation was returned on January 15to have “the Superior
Court” replace “the Court of Common Pleas” in ore sedion d the gplicaion. That has been dane andthe
appli caion resubmitted.

Approval is anticipated within two weeks, after which we can secure that organizationa Tax Identifier —
EmployeelD and submit the goplication for federal tax-exempt charitable organization recognition aroundthe
mid-February time frame. In the January committeemeding we reviewed the arrent federal application and
discussed several of its portions and meanings.

We then discussd what might be considered in applying for agrant from Halifax Helps, Inc. It isthe
intent to get started quickly andto apply for agrant to work with a consulting company that prepares watershed
protedion dans and conducts pulic forums to grow awarenessof development’s impads to the watershed and
means to avoid harm to the environment and repair damage dready incurred. Successul appli cants may be
funded beforethe end d May.

The Committee #so reviewed afirst draft of a short summary of issues, pdicies and implementation
strategies that could be recommended to locd governments for preservation o water quality in the lake and
deli berate good stewardship o the developing land areas surroundng the lake. Roland hes also identified a
guide for crafting locd watershed protedion adinances. We will continue to work towards finali zing some
recommendations in the nea future. Withou controls over growing stormwater runoff from parking areas at
businesses we can look forward to increasing pallution to the lake and growing damage to the fishery.

Updae from Public Safety Committee

In October we aldressed finding some methods to help neighbarhoods re-energize their local watch
programs. Within the next several months we anticipate having the Community Watch eff ort as a monthly meding
topic. The Sheriffs of Brunswick, Medlenburg, Northampton and Warren have dl offered to help with the dfort, as
has Mr. Al Hartley. Previously we have tried to pass on panters from law enforcement and repeat them here.

1. Don't wait until after the fad to get reorganized. Be pro-active andreally watch ou for your neighbars now
and nd asareaction.

2. Pay attentionto cars and trucksin your neighbarhoodand be suspicious of those that are unfamiliar, and
where those vehicles are seen. If asuspicious vehicleis observed at a property, then either call the owner to
check or call the sheriff.

3. Thereisaned in every neighbarhoodfor a propanent of neighbarhoodwatch; despite what may be the
normal concept, a nosy neighba may be avery good neighbar.

4. Deddewhat can work in your neighbarhoodwith your neighbars; even the gopeaance of vigilance an be
very useful in discouraging a potential burglar looking for an easy target.

5. Don't makeit easy —lock your doars and pu things away that thieves may want on dacks or aroundsheds.
Have the home look occupied.

6. Usethe oounty crime stopper numbers — call sare anonymous, and lines operate 24 housaday. If yousee
suspicious vehicles or persons, make the cdl and provide your observations — it may not make any difference
immediately or it may solve a cime.

We mongratul ate Co-Chairs Rep Michad Wray and Senator Ed Jones for conducting a very comprehensive
and professonal review of the boating safety statistics, educational opportunities and pubic interest & concerns. Rep
Michael Wray will i ntroducethe legislationin the House. The Bill will be sent to the Rules Committee and then be
assgned to afull House Committeefor review and action. Members shoud watch for the progressand be prepared
to encourage our representatives in the General Assembly to suppat this valuable initiative to enhance publi c safety
on Lake Gaston and throughou the State.

Anather of the key adivities the Committeeisinterested in is the improvement of maps avail able on severa
websites and by use of GPS receiversto various users, bu most importantly to the Emergency Resporse adivities
that we dl depend onto find wsintime of need. At present many of the maps have not been validated and are
neither accurate nor complete. Thisisone of the resources that the energency resporse personnel use to locate
individualswho cdl 911. When the steps for correction are dl identified and the methodfor getting updated
information into the system is known, we will publish the actions that are necessary and enli st the assstance of
anyone that can help.
