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Presidents Corner  
 

It’ s time once again to bring you up-to-date on the many activities of your 
Association. I can’ t believe that our summer is gone already, but as the saying goes, 
time flies when you are having fun. 

A recurring theme that I’m sure you have noticed recently in our 
communications with you is Watershed Protection. It goes without saying that we 
all have a significant investment in Lake Gaston. We bought our property here for a 
myriad of reasons – mostly rural environment, stable water levels, clean water, 
great fishing, and plenty of room for all our water-based recreational activities, 
among others. Needless to say, it is imperative that we protect and preserve Lake 
Gaston and its watershed for ourselves and future generations.  

However, when defining Lake Gaston’s watershed, we realize that 
protecting it and its ecologically sensitive environment is no small endeavor. Not 
only does our watershed include over 20,000 acres of water, with over 300 miles of 
shoreline, but it also includes many miles of feeder creeks that can bring pollutants 
to our lake from areas remote from our shoreline.  

As an example, several of our members attended a meeting on Aug. 4 in 
South Hil l, Va. wherein we learned that both Flat and Great Creeks have been found 
to be impaired for recreational use by exceeding EPA standards of bacteria, and Flat 
Creek is additionally impaired for support of aquatic life by sedimentation. The 
source for these impairments is many miles upstream of the lake. The LGA has 
volunteered to help with developing a plan to rectify this situation. However, once 
the plan is developed, it is expected to take 10 years to correct this impairment – a 
good indication that we can’ t wait until i t’ s too late to take the necessary steps to 
protect our watershed. 

As we learned from a recent presentation by the Center for Watershed 
Protection, protecting our watershed requires the efforts of everyone from private 
landowners to businesses to developers to local and state governments to consider 
what adverse effects their activities could have on our watershed.  Your LGA 
Environment and Planning and Development Committees continue to work on 
assessing the overall health of our watershed, and developing and communicating 
plans to correct current, and prevent future threats to our sensitive environment. 

The chairmen of those committees and I will attend a meeting with experts 
from the Center for Watershed Protection later this month to help us figure out how 
best to proceed with a baseline assessment of the watershed’s current status. Expect 
to see more on these activities in the months ahead. In the mean time, I hope you 
will j oin with us in considering protection of our watershed on your own property 
through activities li ke planting vegetative buffers, limiting or eliminating the use of 
chemical fertilizers, and keeping grass clippings and leaves out of the lake. Contact 
us for more ideas, and have an enjoyable and safe fall season here at beautiful Lake 
Gaston.

YOUR PRIM ARY VOICE ON LAKE ISSUES 

With a mission to identify issues affecting our members and pursue 
resolution with the responsible organizations 
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Environment Committee Input for the October/November Bulletin 
The public funded 2009 herbicide treatments are completed, with the last few areas finished in August. If you 

have any questions about what locations were treated, please check Skip’s Aquatic Solutions web site, 
http://skipsaquatic.com for li st and maps. I know that at the west end of the Lake we experienced a very healthy hydrill a 
crop this year, I hope you did NOT. 

  Bill & Joyce Lindenmuth and Roland & Judy Beauchaine attended an informational meeting in South Hill 
August 4, 2009 on the Flat Creek and Broad Creek TMDL Implementation Plan (IP) Development.  Both Mecklenburg 
County creeks were found to be impaired for recreational use by exceeding EPA standards for Total Maximum Daily 
Load of bacteria.  Additionally, Flat Creek is impaired for support of aquatic life by sedimentation.  Nearly nine miles of 
Flat Creek, extending from the South Hill Regional Sewage Treatment Plant to Lake Gaston, were declared impaired by 
the Virginia Water Control Board in 2004 and seven miles of Great Creek, from its headwaters to Lake Gaston, were 
declared in 2007.  Development of the IP has just begun and is scheduled for completion in May 2010. 

Two formal public meetings are planned as part of the IP process.  The first will be held this September and next 
in late spring.  These meetings will help ensure that the information used in the IP is accurate and reflects the 
concerns/issues of the watershed stakeholders.  Representatives from the VA Dept. of Conservation and Recreation and 
Southside Planning District Commission emphasized the importance of public attendance and participation at these 
meetings to show their support and commitment to the plans’ implementation.  The LGA wil l publicize these meeting 
dates by email and encourages our members to attend for the benefit of our lake’s quality. 

Members attended a number of Virginia Roanoke River Basin Advisory Committee and Bi-State meetings in 
August. The majority of discussion revolved around the task of building a Bi-State Inter-basin Water Transfer agreement.

Lake Gaston 2009 Aquatic Vegetation Survey is Underway 
The annual Volunteer Vegetation Scouting training session was conducted on August 27. Bridgett Lassiter and 

Steve Hoyle from NCSU conducted the education session. Bridgett presented the background of the scouting program, to 
create a model system that could be adopted by other invasive weed management areas. The results from the last 2 years 
have been presented to a number of Weed Science Societies across the East coast. In addition, Bridgett discussed the need 
for certain species of aquatic vegetation for a healthy lake ecosystem. 

Steve Hoyle of NCSU educated the attendees on aquatic weed identification. Steve utili zed several on-site aquatic 
weed species found in Lake Gaston as training aids to show the differences between species and at the same time 
explaining growth and prorogation. 

In 2008 our volunteers scouted 171 miles of shoreline, taking over 4,200 distinct sample points. In a summary, 
this year’s scouting efforts will continue to indentify hydril la and other species but, concentration will be to monitor and 
provide information on the spread of Lyngbya. Lyngbya is a very aggressive invasive alga (black, hairy, smelly) that is 
spreading very quickly on Lake Gaston. It’ s spreading due to the nutrients entering the lake, lawn fertili zer, septic 
systems, inflow from creeks and road run off . 

It is time to start the vegetation scouting efforts. Changes will consist of throwing the rake every 400 feet out to 
10 ft depths, indentify the aquatic vegetation species and recording the GPS location via the hand held computer. Unless 
you encounter Lyngbya, then revert back to taking a sample every 200 feet until you’re Lyngbya free. Volunteers can 
contact Jack Saunders at Environment@LakeGastonAssoc.com for assignments to conduct sampling.

Many communities have put up a Neighborhood Watch sign but have not actually formed a security 
organization.  Good luck.  You know there are no free lunches out there.  You will only get as much out of the 
Neighborhood Watch program as you put in.  

Although summer is over, the hurricane season still has over a month to go.  If you are a weekender, pick up 
and tie down things when you leave to go home.  It would be an inconvenient trip to come back here to get ready for 
a big blow.  Those of you who are planning to come here if you are chased out of your coastal home should make 
sure that you have stocked your lake house with what you need to survive for a week.  If power is out here, you may 
not have water to drink or flush with unless you have a generator.  

For you boaters, winter would be a good time to get that boating safety class out of the way.  It only takes a 
few hours and you will be surprised how much you learn.  In North Carolina, you must have taken the course by 
May 1, 2010 if you are under 26.  In Virginia Personal watercraft operators 35 years of age or younger shall meet the 
education requirements (certificate of training) by July 1, 2010.  You will be checked to see that you meet YOUR 
HOME state's laws no matter in which state you are stopped.

Forums planned: Five County Government and 2010 Candidates 
Government Relations committee members from each of the North Carolina counties met recently to 

brainstorm the issue improving influence with government organizations pertaining to issues important to lake area 
residents.  Central to most of the recommendations was the requirement to improve on our one-on-one contacts with 
commissioners and supervisors as well as to share feedback.  Additionally, the subject of the establishment of a 
Polit ical Action Committee (PAC) was addressed.  Internet research was done and considerable discussion occurred 
relative to the viabil ity of creating a PAC, which would be an organization separate from the LGA.  The result of this 
brainstorming was a recommendation that we not pursue creating a PAC at this time. 

The committee has an action item to request that Warren County accept responsibil ity for scheduling another 
Five County Forum; the first forum was held several years ago.  The meeting is intended to be an opportunity for 
representatives of the five lake area counties to meet and discuss issues of common interest to the counties.  Initial 
contact with Commissioner Richardson of Warren County resulted in a positive response.  A second meeting with 
him should occur during October 2009.  The LGA role in this forum is to assist with the planning and the creation of 
the agenda.  

Planning for polit ical forums early in 2010 has begun.  The Government Relations Committee will be the 
focal point for accomplishing these forums, but involvement of the LGA membership will be necessary to make the 
events successful.  This work will be on the agenda of this committee and will also be mentioned in this bulletin as 
progress is made.  Members interested in this effort are encouraged to attend regular LGA and Government 
Relations Committee meetings and to participate in the planning of these important forums.  

The recent newsletter from Representative Michael Wray pointed out that North Carolina has passed a law 
which makes text messaging while driving ill egal.  Only law officers, firefighters and ambulance drivers are exempt 
while in the performance of their duties.  

The Government Relations Committee meets the third Monday at 8:30 a.m. at the Eaton Ferry Grocery &

P&D Pursues Grants 
The Planning and Development Committee is working to identify grants for future actions to baseline the quality of our 
lake's waters, as well as put together action plans for preserving, protecting and restoring water quality and controlling 
storm water runoff. 
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2009 Survey is Available On-line or Via US Mail  
The LGA 2009 Survey is open to both members and non-members. We sent an email to 982 of our members who 

have email addresses advising them that the 2009 LGA Survey was available on our website. We also sent 337 copies of 
the survey via US mail to our members without an email address. For you number crunchers, the survey was sent out 
before our Membership drive started, that’s why the membership number above is less than the latest membership number 
on the back page. 

Our survey is also open to the public (potential LGA members) and you may have noticed in the Lake Gaston 
area daily and weekly newspapers our recent press release inviting their participation. Another press release will go in 
early October reminding readers that the October 23rd deadline is approaching. 

If you haven’ t taken the survey yet and have access to a computer, please go to our website at 
www.LakeGastonAssoc.com and click on the bright yellow Survey button. Better stil l, if you are reading this Bulletin 
online, you could take the survey right now – strike while the iron is hot (may be that’s an English expression) – by 
clicking on our website address, what could be easier. 

Just a reminder of why we ask you to participate in the survey which has occurred every three years since 2003. 
We need to know what’s important to you. We can’ t work on your behalf if we guess what’s on your mind. You’ ll notice 
several questions we’ve asked before because we can compare today’s answers with yesteryear. Last time we had you 
prioritize the results. We took those priorities and worked them into our Committees at that time: Aquatic Weed, Lake 
Environment, Public Affairs, Membership, and Safety. Part of the resulting work effort was combining Aquatic Weed 
with Lake Environment, realigning Public Affairs into a new committee called Government Relations, adding a Planning 
& Development Committee, and lastly forming a Marketing Committee, still keeping Membership and Safety Committees 
making six altogether.  

To keep each of the committees focused on the results of the last survey in 2006, the prioritized list was produced 
pocket-size and laminated for each LGA director. We have found the three year survey interval allows us to regroup after 
the results, see progress from the actions taken, emerging trends, and climates changes before the next survey is due. 

Remember there is a drawing which is open to all survey participants except Board members and their immediate 
famili es.  Three drawings will be made for $50, $25, and $10. To be eligible, survey needs to be taken on the web, or post 
stamped not later than October 23, 2009. You will have to write your name and contact information to be in the drawing. 
The winners will be announced at the LGA monthly meeting on Wednesday, November 4. You do not have to be present 
at the meeting to win. 
 
 
 

Renewal Process is Underway for 2010 
We do hope you know how very much we appreciate you being members of the Lake Gaston Association, and 

renewing year after year, after year, after year – we wouldn’ t be here without you. Thanks to your support our 
membership total has grown to 1,370 (as of press time) of which 1,207 members are paid thru December 31, 2009. 

The renewal notices are being generated and we are on schedule to have them in the mail to you around the 
middle of October, so as to reach you before the whirl of the Holiday preparations.

Recipe 
 Some of our members who ate a slice (or two) of Judy Peters’  Sausage Brunch Braid at our annual meeting in 
June, expressed an interest in getting her recipe. Courtesy of Judy, her recipe… 
 

SAUSAGE BRUNCH BRAID 
 
12 oz. Bulk pork sausage 
½ cup chopped onion 
¼ cup chopped celery 
¼ cup chopped green pepper 
1 clove garlic, minced 
3 oz. cream cheese, cubed 
2 Tbsp green onion tops 
2 Tbsp minced parsley 
1 tube crescent rolls 
1 egg, lightly beaten 
 

 In a skill et over medium heat, cook sausage, onion, celery, green pepper and garlic 
until meat is no longer pink and vegetables are tender; drain. Add cream cheese, green onion 
tops and parsley. Cook and stir over low heat until cheese is melted; set aside. 
 Unroll crescent dough on a greased baking sheet; press perforations together. Roll 
into a 12”x10” rectangle. Spoon sausage mixture to within 3 inches of long sides and 1 inch 
of ends. On each long side, cut ¾” wide strips into center. Starting at one end, fold 
alternating strips at an angle forming a braid. 
 Brush dough with egg. Bake at 350F for 20-25 minutes or until golden brown. Store 
leftovers in the refrigerator. Yield: 8-10 servings.
