We have reviewed the three documents received from the Center for Watershed Protection regarding how
might achieve a baseline analysis of the quality of the watershed. The centerpiece of the activitynseraesse
inventory of the current condition of the water, regulations, residential and commercial structure, and examination
the inflows and future planning.

We have reviewed the structure of a draft Statement of Work and what we need to do to mode fdfevar
identified the study counties as Warren and Mecklenburg, as it is a much more gargantuan project to address all f
counties for a baseline versus extrapolating from the two county data for a pretty accurate picture of the collective
five counties.

There was a review of additional information that Doug Hughes obtained from the Center for Watershed
Protection augmenting the information which was received in early December. We discussed various grant
opportunities which are being considered and agugres for dealing with the muktate scope of work that we are
interested in. The chair will continue to work to complete grant applications the remainder of this month for
submittal in early February.

The Public Safety Committee hosted a breakfast
Managers on Friday January.8Unfortunately, we had freezing rain over Thursday night and many of the
invitees were tied up with accidents on local road& did have a good conversation with the ones that did
make it and will plan another meeting in the future.

There are some communications problems both within counties and among counties because of feder
mandated changes to frequencies and band width. New equipment and additional towers are expensive.

VFDs and Rescue Squads are still having problems finding locations as they respond to emergencies.
We have got to do better at getting our neighbors to put up adequate sized and located numbers for their hot
