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Update from Environment Committe— |

The Lake Gaston Stake Holders meeting was held on 3/23/2010. Dr. Rob Richardson of NCSU presented
ReMetrixSur vey results and the Technical Advisory Grou
recommendations are: continue herbicide treatments to maintain hydrilla control based on available funding,
maintain grass carp stocking levels of 15 figh vegetated acre (stock an additional 7,347 in 2010), continue VA
Tech tagging/tracking research, continue LGAOG6s Lak
aguatic weed surveys, continue ReMetrix annual surveys and continue to wotlkeAitBACOE on vegetation
replanting efforts and study.

Three areas were proposed for the 2010 Grass Carp stocking, a location near the flats at the West end of 1
lake, Hubquarter Creek and Stonehouse Creek. It was reported that based on VA Teclrsafgiggiesearch the
mortality rate is 30% for age 4 years and 20% after 2 years. This is better than previously estimated. However,
LGA President Doug Hughes asked NC Wildlife Biologist Kirk Rundle tev&uate the mortality of the 25,392
carp stockd in 2003 as they were all fingerlings, and were stocked late in the fall of the year, when they had nothir
to eat and were easy prey for larger fish. This could change the overall mortality rate significantly. Rundle said he
would reconsider that formail It was also reported that a couple of the initial 20k grass carp inserted in 1995 have
been found to be still alive. Since the grass carp tagging research started, a total of 103 fish have beBasagged
on 2009 telemetry data 26 are still beepifrom 2008 and 23 from 2009.

The radio transmitters have both improved and location of insertion on the fish has changed through
experimentation. As a result of the tracking research it has been noted that the fish move only an average of 1 2
miles fromtheir point of insertion into the lake. Future research will increase the knowledge gained in many areas
growth rate, mortality, hydrilla consumption rate, effective impact on coverage of hydrilla, etc. etc...

The USACOE presented 2010vegetation plas and asked for LEMs and LGA assistance whenever
possible with monitoring growth of plants already planted, replanting some of the existing enclosures where the
plants have died due to weather or herbicide treatment and to reset the locations of geas$osames and monitor
grass carp effectiveness.

Recently the Government Relations Committee completed the political forums held for Halifax,
Northampton and Warren countieshere was good participation by the various candidates for county and state
of fices and the attendees were able to hear the ca
forums was light, which was also reflected in the recemany voting.

Currently the committee is proceeding with requests to candidates for the U. S. Senate and House from Nc
Carolina and the U. S. House from Virginia to speak at an LGA meeting. Initial invitations have been sent and we
are awaiting responsdrom the candidates about whether they will be available to speak at a regular LGA meeting.

A future event being considered by the committee is to have a forum of Economic Development directors
from each of the five counties. Presently it appears tigtriay be scheduled for later this year.

A new issue has come up that may require official participation by the LGA. That issue involves a busines:
request for a permit to open an Internet Café near the Food Lion at the lake. The primary busiresioched
would be online gambling. Since that type of business is not included in the zoning ordinance, the permit request
was disapproved. However, the businessman has requested a modification be made to the ordinance.

Several LGA members are resdang the status and legal position of all five counties and the states. As
more information on this issue becomes available, it will be transmitted in committee minutes and at regular
meetings. At present we are in the analysis mode, but we will bgingtihe membership if official participation
by the LGA is required.

Internet Sweepstakes Cafes

Feeling Lucky? In the interest of keeping our members informed of possible changes to our take Gas
business landscape, we thought you would be interested in a relatively new business model that is sweeping the
country, North Carolina, and quite possibly will soon come to our Lake, most likely at or near the Food Lion
Shopping Center. These businesaee called Internet Sweepstakes Cafes.

Toavoidconfusionan Al nt ernet Caf ®6t yipse da U seegd th ynap eeo piilbeu s
access to the internet, do not have access tedpugld internet, students conducting internet research, aim s
people on travel. They are typically set up in restaurants, bookstores or coffeeSsiosy provides this service
with Wi-Fi connectivity for instance in their lake restaurant.

An Internet Sweepstakes Café, however, is a gambling establishmneantly legitimate in North Carolina,
where @erators setip computer stations connected to gaming [gambling] software. Players purchase prepaid phor
cards which are provided, again by the operator. Payoffs for winners are also provided by the ofithatogb. a
North Carolina gaming statute required the state to be rid of video poker games by July 1, 2007, it appears a
loophole in the law now allows this form of gaming.

Due to crime and other concerns, a number of organizations such as the Ni& Sésociation and The
N.C. League of Municipalities are against the operation of Internet Sweepstakes Cafés. In addition, various N.C.
counties and municipalities have initiated moratoriums on their operations until the state legislature votes on the
issue .These include Northampton County (enactment pending a required public hearing) and the town of
Elizabethtown, N.C.

The Lake Gaston Association has not taken a position on Internet Sweepstakes Cafés, but of course we
welcome feedback from the membepsbn the subject and will continue to keep you posted on this or any other
issues affecting the lake area.

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Recent Septic Ordinance Survey Raised a T, |

One of the concepts learned from the interaction with the Smith Mountain Lake Association was related to
septic tank inspection and servicing ordinance adopted by one of the three counties surrounding @rtaih Mo
Lake. A second county is seriously looking at adopting the same requirements, but is concerned about the cost o
implementation. The third county (with about 10% of the shoreline) has shown little interest.

As has been discussed in several vennehe last year, Lake Gaston is currently in pretty good shape from
the standpoint of impairment. As we have reported there idde@ impairment in eight creeks (four on the north
and four on the south) that feed into the lake. We also are awatbehe is a warning regarding fish consumption
due to external airborne sources.-crRecegoatstyaga. spé¢€
would be best to stay in. As a result, this committee is exploring methods tovprssehigh quality of the lake
system that we enjoy and can continue to enjoy by observing certain practices to protect the lake environment.

A recent question to determine support for local requirements to have periodic septic inspections raised a ¢
As with most things, there is a natural resistance to being required to do something that might be required or migk
be okay. ltds a question of waiting for the crisi
with your sanitay system, you would like to avoid expenses with it, but there are failures that can go undetected
which can result in harmful seepage into the lake. If it does not infect your pet or your family, it is likely not a point
of concern. After all, what came bad septic mean to the health of the lake? What about 100 or a 1,000?

We have reviewed the actions necessary to apply for grants. There has been a review of additional
information received from the Center for Watershed Protection augmenting tiraatitin received in early
December. We discussed various grant opportunities being considered and approaches for dealing with the multi
state scope of work that we are interested in. We did not have a grant application prepared in time for a Februan
2010 submittal, but will double down to hit the next cycle including an application to the Virginia Environmental
Endowment and the grants available through the NC Department of Environmental and Natural Resources.

There was a review of actions to sexgrants to accomplish the Lake Gaston water quality-losiag
project. With the financial limits placed on many of the grants available, it will be necessary to successfully petitio
for up to 5 grants to accomplish the complete activity. We will bkivg to submit the grants through the Friends
of the Lake Gaston Associations.

The Planning and Development Comnettentinues to welcome anyone who wishes to participate and
become involved with activities to identify planning and development standards around the lake that can preserve
mostly rural and environmentally sensitive state of the Lake Gaston area.eWmambers who are prepared to get
involved in research into the appropriate standards and involvement with the appropriate county officials, and to
assist in grant applications.

The lists of local contacts in our HOAs and subdivisions were nearly impossible to keep up to date, and tt
was no guarantee that our alerts would reach all those that could be affected by an emergency in a tisrely man
These electronic systems are much faster, and provide the capability to receive emergency notifications about
potential threats to our area no matter where the property owners live. We will, however, continue to provide emai
alerts to you on uniquedke Gaston situations such as expected high water conditions, and others that may not be
covered by these county electronic systems.

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Decent Cell Phone Coverage SurvBegsultsi A Work in Progress

When our last Bulletin hit the presses we recemaother two responses, bringing the total responses to 78.
Twentyf i ve members said they had Decent Cell phone Co

Nineteen of the YESs were Verizon cell phones, and 36 of the NOs were also Verizon cell prsanfes. Al
the YESs we had 5 Alltell and 1 Tracfone. Also for the NOs we had 9 AT&T; 1 Tracfone; 2 Alltell; 1 Nextel; 2
Sprint; 1 Mobile; and 1 US Cellular.

I f you compare the YESs and the NOs on the Nort
Northside: 8 YESs and 32 NOs. Southside: 17 YESs and 21 NOs. (Note: all 5 Alltell YESs were on the Southside)
Regardless of the carrier living/using your cell phone on the Northside gives you a 1 in 5 chance of getting decent
cell phone coverage. Whereas liginsing your cell phone on the Southside gives you a 1 in 2 chance of getting
decent cell phone coverage.

Whil e the information we gleaned from the surve
the reliable coverage we are all |awd for.

However, we do have some news to share that hopefully will make a difference to cell phone coverage on
Lake Gaston. At the May meeting of the Halifax County Board of Adjustments, a permit was granted to US Celluls
to put up a tower on the soutile of Lake Gaston at Fleming Dairy Farm. We understand that it will be erected and
operational within the next three months and the signal will cover the entire lake.

At press time, it was not possible to have ascertained whethdd®dellular cell phoe users will benefit
from the new tower. As we get more details of this tower, or any other new towers we will email our members, anc
then put the information in the next Bulletin as well.

Why is Lake Gastotdigher Than Usual This Year

The lake was a little higher than normal earlier this year due to excessive rain and inflows into Kerr Lake.
Water levels in Lke Gaston were kept below 201 feet, but were close to that level several times throughout the
spring.

As Kerr was releasing higher than normal amounts of water, Lake Gaston was used to hold the water to
prevent excessive flooding downstream.

We expect levels will stay near normal going forward, but as always that depends on generation
requirements at both dams, rain fall, river spawning requirements, etc. Per our agreement, Dominion will notify the
LGA and we will notify our members if levetse expected to go over 201 feet. Please visit our web site at
www.lakegastonassoc.conscroll down on our home page to Current Daily Water Levels for all Lake Reservoirs
and press Click Here to get the dadyéls of area lakes.

Donbé6t forget to keep boats and other items secu
water levels may be enough to blow or float items away. A boat in a lift is not secure unless it is tied.

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Re-clarification of New Boating Education Laws T

Here are the general guidelines on enforcement of the beatiuaation laws for both NC and VA as
verified with North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission Enforcement and Virginia Department of Game and
Inland Fisheries Conservation Police. There will naturally be individual questions/situations too variedss isdd
any one communication. Please refer those to the appropriate enforcement orgafizsttithre easy stuff.

Letds say you are a VA resident, and your vesse
Conservation Police (old Game Wardemsgither state, you will be expected to be in compliance with VA boating
education laws. For this year (Juy2010), if your vessel is a PWC (jet ski), and you are 35 years of age or
younger, you must have taken a boater education course. Next yeadoamaboperators 20 or younger will be
added and everyone will be covered by 2016.

OK, now you are a NC resident, and your vessel is registered in NC. When you are stopped by the
Conservation Police in either state, you will be expected to be in comghath NC boating education law&n or
afterMay 1, 2010f your vessel is a PWC or motorbgabpelled by a motor 10 HP or greater, and yowader the
age of 26you must have takenASBLA approved boatingducation course.

house on the NC side of the lake, and keep your boat there in your boathouse, and registered your boat in NC. N
when you get stopped in VA you will be expected to be ingtiamce with NC boating education laws because your
boat is registered there, and when stopped in NC, you will be expected to be in compliance with VA boating
education laws because you are a resident of VA. For NC guys that buy in VA and registeathiaiMa, It is the
other way around. When stopped in VA you must be in compliance with VA laws because your boat is registered
there, and when stopped in NC, you must be in compliance with NC laws because you are a resident of NC.

The reason for this hat VA bases its enforcement on where the vessel is registered as well as where the
operator resides. They feel that if you register your vessel in VA you come under their laws along with the resider
of the state. NC bases its enforcement on whereplerator resides not where the vessel is registered. They feel
that if you are from NC you come under their laws regardless of what vessel you are operating.

If you have guests down from some state other than VA or NC, they should be in complianmeywit
boating education laws of their state.

If you are one of those people that have mixed your NC or VA residence with your boat registration from th
other stateywe highly recommend you take an approved course. The U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary clourse he
monthly here at Lake Gaston satisfies the requirement for both North Carolina and Virginia. Even if you have beel
boating for years, you wil!/| |l earn something you di
